Multi Club Outing 2011

Host Kingston Photographic Club welcomes you to Kingston for this year’s Multi Club Outing. The rules for this friendly competition are as follows:

1. Images must be taken on Sunday September 18, 2011 between 7:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m. 
2. Images must only be shot in the following locations : (Click here to see a Google map)
With-in the area bounded by the Kingston waterfront, Brock Street, Bagot Street, right on Barrie to Union Street, and west to Albert Street and on to Lower Albert to the waterfront. Nature images may be taken in the above area or at the Lemoine Point Conservation area.

Points of interest within this area: Kingston City Hall, Flora MacDonald Marina, St George’s Cathedral, Sydenham Ward, Marine Museum, Pump House Steam Museum, Murney Tower Museum, Time Sculpture, and Queen’s University Campus.

· Kingston City Hall. City Hall was constructed shortly after Kingston was named the Capital of Canada in 1841. City Hall is designated as a National Heritage Site. The elegant detailing, handsome windows and attractively proportioned dome have been meticulously reconditioned, thus making it one of the most picturesque buildings in Kingston. 

· Springer Market Square, located behind City Hall, is home to one of Canada’s oldest markets.  Since 1801, this square has served as a local farmer’s market with vendors and growers offering fresh produce, flowers, plants, baked goods, maple syrup, fish, sausages, preserves, arts and crafts, and the Sunday Antique Market
· Flora Macdonald Confederation Basin. The basin is located in the heart of downtown Kingston, across from the City Hall. Confederation Basin is surrounded by one of the most historic areas of the city
· St George’s Cathedral.  Corner of King and Johnson Street The church building was constructed from 1825-1828 and enlarged in 1838-40 with the addition of a rebuilt steeple and the doric portico. It was elevated to cathedral status in 1862. In 1891-94 the transepts, choir and dome were built. 
· Sydenham Ward. Sydenham Ward is in the area to be photographed, it is bounded by Brock Street up to Bagot and west to Barrie Street and along the waterfront . It has sturdy brick and stone homes many from the Victorian era. Check out this website for photos of the architecture 
· The Marine Museum.  Ontario and Lower Union. The Marine Museum was founded in 1975. It is the only federally built dry dock on the Great Lakes and houses the original pumping station and steam engines built in 1891.  Also on display are a wide range of marine artefacts, exhibits, archives, and the Alexander Henry, a retired Canadian Coast Guard ice breaker.

· Pump House Steam Museum.  The Pump House Steam Museum at the corner of Ontario and West St., is an exciting place to learn about energy, forces and motion, as well as sound and simple machinery such as pulleys. The Pump House was vital to the growth of Kingston as a city, as it played a significant part in the development of Kingston's public health system and industrial expansion

· Newlands Pavilion.  On King Street in MacDonald Park. Built in 1896 and restored in 1979, the Newlands Pavilion overlooks picturesque Lake Ontario.  

· Murney Tower.  On King Street in MacDonald Park. The Murney Tower was built in 1846 on the shores of Lake Ontario as part of the defences of Kingston. By 1890 it was regarded as obsolete by the militia. It was taken over in the early 1920s by the Kingston Historical Society and officially opened as a Museum in 1925.  Now a National Historic Site and a UNESCO World. Heritage Site, bloomfield cannon, carronades and domestic artefacts have been maintained to tell the story of soldiers and families at the time 

· The Time Sculpture.  It is located on the waterfront near Collingwood and King Street. Constructed in 1973 by Kosso Eloul, this sculpture was given to the City of Kingston by the Province of Ontario. 
· Queen’s Campus. Much of the Queen’s Campus consists of old picturesque limestone buildings and unique Romanesque Revival and neo-gothic architecture. Indeed, several buildings are over a century old including Summerhill, Old Medical, Kingston Hall, and Grant Hall. 

· Nature area: Lemoine Point Conservation Area. The area can be entered off Front Road past the Airport at the south end or via Bath Road at Coverdale at the north end after 7:30am. The park offers several kilometers of footpaths passing through forest, past playing fields, and along the shores of Collins Bay and Lake Ontario. Nature images can also be taken in any part of the designated area not just at Lemoines.
· Note: there is an admission charge to the Museums and St George’s is not open to our group.

3. Each club submits 15 images for judging – 9 pictorial open and 6 nature. 

Open Pictorial Open Definition

A variety of photographs are acceptable including abstracts. The photographer can make enhancements in the camera (zooms, pans, multiple exposures, blurs, cropping) as well as modifications and enhancements using digital imaging software  (HDR, focus-stacking, selective layering – using photographs of the same scene) to improve the overall presentation of the original captured image e.g., improved contrast/tonality, enhanced colour. Non-photographic components such as text, lightning or computer-simulated imagery) which were not part of the original photograph) are not acceptable. No composites.
Nature Definition
Nature photography depicts living, untamed animals and uncultivated plants in their natural habitat, geology and the wide diversity of natural phenomena, from insects to icebergs.

The accurate record of the subject and natural environment is the prime factor.

Photographs of cultivated plants, formal flower arrangements, domestic and caged animals, i.e. zoo, mounted specimens, museum groups or man and his specialized environment, are not acceptable.

Minimal evidence of humans is acceptable for nature subjects, such as barn owls or storks adapting to an environment modified by humans, or natural forces like hurricanes or tidal waves reclaiming it. 

Scientific names are recommended but common names will be accepted. Include the term “wild” for a flower that is also cultivated, such as morning glory.

Please avoid using titles such as “little green plant or “Jolly Green Giant”. “Bald Eagle” is better than “Eagle” which is better than “Bird” in Tree”

Note: Nature images with an interpretive or pictorial treatment should be submitted in the pictorial colour competition.

4. 
Images must be submitted in digital format. Submitted digital files are to be sized to no more than 1024 pixels on the long side for horizontal images and not more than 768 pixels for verticals at 300 dpi. Save in JPEG format. Ensure camera date and time is accurately set in camera before shooting images. Only images shot on September 17, 2011 between 7:00 and 5:00 will be accepted for judging.
